Character/Phrase Recognition Assessment. Results of the assessment can pave the
way for improving the quality of Chinese language education in RCLS.

FORMAT This event is not a contest, but an assessment of basic materials that a student is expected to know
at his/her grade level. Each student is required to complete all given characters and/or phrases
within reasonable amount of time. To qualify for a certification, a student needs to meet the basic
standard.

» The characters and phrases for assessment are limited to ones taught during this school year
and are selected by teacher of each class.

» Assessment results are based on Recognition Accuracy. Students who achieve 60% Recognition
Accuracy and above will be assigned a grade of “Satisfied”, 70% and above is assigned as a
grade of "Very Good", 80% and above is assigned as a grade of "Excellent”, and 90% and above
is assigned as a grade of "Superior".

The basic standard for CHL and CSL classes is set as 60% Recognition Accuracy.

» Participation of K1, K2, CCK, CV classes are voluntary. All forms of assessment can be used.

PROCEDURE > A random draw will be used to determine the assessment order. The list of characters/phrases
will be rearranged from the ones provided by teachers.
» Each student will be given a maximum of 4 minutes to complete the assessment.
» Parent volunteers will be assigned to each classroom for assisting the assessment.

AWARDS Each qualified student will receive a Certificate of Accomplishment.
Students who earn the Superior grade will receive a honorary award.

Teachers who participate in this event should provide the list of characters/phrases for students and Academic
Affairs by March 6. All lists will then be available on NCRCLS official website. Please contact Academic Affairs for
guestions, comments, and suggestions.
