My nameis Kim Williams. My husband is Bob Lutz. We have
two Chinese born children who were adopted as infants, now
ages 9 and 7. Unfortunately, none of us speaks Chinese. That®
where our need for assistance comesin! We are adopting a 9-
year-old girl, currently living in Huzhou, ZheJiang. We
anticipate bringing her homein October, possibly November.

We are trying to locate someone who can help us with
obtaining private academic testing (reading, writing, math,
vocabulary, etc.) for our new daughter. We will need a
Mandarin speaking (although | think Mandarin is her 2nd
language) individual who is familiar with academic testing
that is not skewed to American culture and/or geography. For
many reasons, we are not interested in the testing done
through the public school system. We need to understand how
far behind, if a al, our daughter is academically due to her
lifein an institution, so we can obtain the appropriate tutoring
to bring her up to grade level. Our wish is to obtain thistesting
very soon after she comes home.

Based on the results of those tests, we may wish to pursue
further testing for learning disabilities through a Chinese-
speaking psychol ogist who has a specidty in learning
disahilities, or at least who routinely provides testing for that
diagnosis.

Lastly, we would be interested in helping our daughter
transition into her new life and culture with the assistance of a
Chinese-American youth, preferably a high school girl. One
example might be since our daughter has lived her lifein an
institution, we would like this person to talk with our daughter
about being in afamily. Clearly, agirl with strong family

rel ationships would be most helpful. In addition, we would
likefor this girl to accompany usto doctor and dentist
appointments to explain what istaking place. Further, our
daughter was burned in afire 7 1/2 years ago. She has scars
primarily on her right side: the back and side of her head, and
arm. Wewill be making a few trips to the burn reconstruction
clinic at the Jaycee Burn Center in Chapel Hill aswell. |@n not
sure at this point exactly how much time we would need from
this youth, but we would surely work around her schedule. We
are willing to pay for her assistance, or we will accept her time
as acommunity service. To that end, we would document her
volunteerism and submit it in writing to her high schooal,
and/or provide aletter to accompany her college application.
