Typhoon Morakot Relief

As you may know, Typhoon Morakot struck Taiwan over the past
weekend, dumping more than 80 inches of rain and unleashing the most
devastating floods the island has seen in 50 years.

yesterday, the official death toll in Taiwan stands at 108, with 61 listed
as missing. But several hundred more -- nobody is sure how many --
remain unaccounted for and are feared lost in the mudslides.
